Wasco County Community Corrections
Contract Agreement
Measure 57 client Substance Abuse Treatment

Contract is entered into by and between Wasco County Community Corrections, hereinafter referred to as WCCC,
and Anne Webber (Crossroads Counseling), sometimes referred to as Provider, for providing substance abuse
treatment services to WCCC High and Medium risk Measure 57 Community Corrections clients,

SECTION 1: PROVIDER

Provider agrees to provide intensive outpatient Level IF substance abuse treatment programming to referred
WCCC M-57 clients as agreed upon in this contract. This contract describes the relationship between WCCC
and Provider as a contractor of services for WCCC. The services agreed to be provided by Provider for WCCC
M-57 clients will include:

A.) Consultation services to the WCCC staff as needed and requested regarding clients.

B.) Monthly client status reports to WCCC on each client participating in the program that reflects the
offender’s compliance and progress in the program.

C.) Provider will assess and evaluate clients for appropriate level of treatment using accepted evidence based
standards.

D.) Provider will give the clients a written set of rules, requirements, and expectations, including consequences
for non-compliance and incentives for success upon entry into the program.

E.) Provider will provide material incentives for encouraging client’s successful completion of programming in
the form of $5.00 gift cards for local coffee shops and/or fast food establishments to be provided for
successfully achieving not less than three separate and specific benchmarks during the course of treatment,

F.} The treatment program will be based on an evidence based curriculum approved by this department (which
will include work books and home work), and address issues of client motivation. Treatment options shall be
available consistent with the client’s assessed stage of change,

G.) Treatment shall be based on cognitive and behavioial interventions and social learning approaches. The
treatment program will be of sufficient length and intensity to produce stable behavioral changes based on
replacing thinking errors with pro-social cognitive skills and practicing new skills for avoiding drug use.

H.) Provider will conduct weekly random “observed” drug tests on all M-57 participants. Tests will be
conducted by the provider (urine or sativa). Testing frequency may decrease to random tests twice per month
after the client has had 60 days in treatment without a positive drug test. Random drug tests will continue after
that point but may be reduced to twice per month (random). If the client does not admit to a positive test result
(as per a signed admission) the sample will be sent to a toxicology lab and confirmed results obtained. Drug test
results will be forwarded in hard copy to WCCC in a timely manner,

[.) Client consequences for program violations shall utilize a graduated continuum of sanctions in concert with
WCCC to address failings and redirect clients towards continuation and completion of the program priorto a
termination action,

J.} Treatment shall inchude: relapse prevention planning and comprehensive transition planning and after-care
planning to insure ongoing success.

K.) Provider will have treatment staff that are certified in Oregon as Certified Alcohol and Drug Counselors
(CADC).

L.) Provider will consult weekly with a CADCII clinical mentor and advisor concerning cases and issues
associated with this program. The advisor will be approved by this departiment. The advisor will be free fo
comimunicate with this department any issues concerning the program.




SECTION 2: WCCC
A.) WCCC will provide referral forms and release of information forms for referred clients to the provider
along with additional information pertaining to the client’s behavior, compliance, and pertinent issues, as
necessary to affect positive outcomes in treatment.
B.) WCCC will consult with the Provider as needed and requested regarding client issues.
C.) WCCC will work in concert with Provider to implement graduated sanctions as consequences for program

violations to address failings and redirect clients towards continuation and completion of the program prior to a
termination action.

SECTION 3: PAYMENT

A} WCCC agrees to pay $650 per week for a combined total of five (5), Measure 57 “client slots” to receive
the previously described intensive outpatient treatment services. The weekly amount will cover all associated
requirements and programming, evaluations, drug testing, and incentives as outlined in this document.

SECTION 4: CONTRACTUAL REQUIREMENTS

A. AUTHORITY TO ENTER CONTRACTS

Anne Webber hereby certifies they possess the legal authority to enter into this contract.

B.) SUBCONTRACTS

To ensure compliance with program requirements, Anne Webber shall not subcontract or assign services
under this Contract to any other individual or organization, without the written authorization of WCCC,

C.) CHANGES

Anne Webber or WCCC may, from time to time, request changes in the scope of the services to be
performed under the Contract. Such changes, including any increase or decrease in the contract amount,
wihtich are mutually agreed upon by and between Anne Webber and WCCC, must be incorporated by
written amendments to this Contract.

D.) TERMINATION OF THE CONTRACT

For any reason, Anne Webber or WCCC may, by written notice, suspend activities or terminate this
Contract with 30 day notice; otherwise this Contract shall continue in operation until written notification of
termination.




SECTION 5: INDEMNIFICATION
A.) Provider: Anne Webber (Crossroads Counseling):

Anne Webber shall defend, save, hold harmless, and indemnify WCCC, their officers, employees,
agents and members from and against all claims, suits, or actions, losses, damages, and liabilities
of any nature whatsoever resulting from, arising out of, as relating to the activities of WCCC,
under this Contract,

B.) WCCC

WCCC shall defend, save hold harmless, and indemnify Anne Webber (Crossroads Counseling),
from and against all claims, suits, or actions, losses, damages, and liabilities of any nature
whatsoever resulting from, arising out of, as relating to the activities of Anne Webber (Crossroads
Counseling), under this Contract,

SECTION 6: DISPUTES

A.) WCCC and Anne Webber jointly agree to attempt to resolve any disputes arising from
this contract by negotiation and to exhaust all administrative remedies prior to bringing litigation
in court.

B.) If any Contract provision shali be held invalid or unenforceable by any court, such holdings
shall not invalidate or render unenforceable any other contract provision.

SECTION 7: ENTIRE CONTRACT

A.) This confract constitutes the entire subject matter thereto, superseding all negotiations, prior
discussions and preliminary contracts made prior to the effective date of the Contract. All
modifications of the Contract shall be in writing and shall be signed by an authorized
representative of each party.

SECTION 8: MANIFESTATION OF MUTUAL ASSENT

WHEREAS, ORS 682.062 and 682.063, provides that a County shall regulate
ambulance services within the County.

THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF WASCO COUNTY, OREGON, DOES
ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. AUTHORITY

This Ordinance is enacted pursuant to the authority granted to General Law

Counties by ORS 203.035 to 203.065.

Section 2. EXEMPTIONS

The provisions of Sections 5.1, 8, 7 and 8 of this Ordinance apply to
all ambulance services provided in Wasco County. The provisions of
Sections 2 through 5 (except Section 5.1) of this Ordinance shall not apply
to:

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2.1 Ambulances owned or operated under the control of the United
States Government or the State of Oregon;

2.2 Vehicles being used to render temporary assistance in the case of major
catastrophe or emergency with which the ambulance service of the surrounding
locality are unable to cope, or when directed to be used to render temporary
assistance by an official at the scene of an accident;

2.3 Vehicles operated solely on private property or within the confines of
institutional grounds, whether or not incidental crossings of any public street,
road or highway through the property is involved;

24  Ambulances or vehicles transporting patients from outside
Wasco County to health care facilities within Wasco County or which
are passing through without a destination in Wasco County; |

2.5 | Air or waterborne ambulance services.

Section 3. AMBULANCE SERVICE AREAS

For the efficient and effective provision of ambulance service in Wasco County
as mandated in ORS 682.062, the Wasco County Ambuiance Service Area Plan and
appropriate maps, as designated in OAR 333-260-0000 through OAR 333-260-0070
shall become attachment exhibits to this Ordinance, as they are adopted or changed by
Resolution to maintain the efficient and effective emergency medical service for the
citizens of Wasco County based on population and geographic limits.

The Board of Commissioners, by Order, may adjust the boundaries of
the Ambuiance Service Areas, from time to time as necessary, o provide the
Hin
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1 most efficient and effective ambulance service to the citizens of Wasco

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46  Any person assigned to an Ambulance Service Area who
wishes to discontinue service shall notify the Board of Commissioners
in writing not less than 180 days before the date that person wishes to
discontinue service.
46.1 If the Board of Commissioners receives notice, as
provided in this section, that a provider wishes to discontinue
service, the Commission shall, within 30 business days, notify
providers in surrounding ASA’s. Applications from other
potential providers shall be received within 60 days of said
notice and shall conform to with the provisions of this
Ordinance.

Section 8. SUSPENSION OR REVOCATION OF ASSIGNMENT

6.1 Upon the recommendation of the Wasco County Ambulance
Service Area Review Committee or on its own- motion, the Board of
Commissioners may suspend or revoke the assignment of an

Ambulance Service Area upon a finding that the holder thereof has:
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6.1.1 Violated the provisions of this Ordinance, the Wasco
County Ambulance Service Area Plan, or provisions of state or
féderal faws or regulations; or |
6.1.2 Misrepresentaed material facts or information given in an
application for assignment of an Ambulance Service Area or as
part of the review of the performance of the service provided.
8.1.3 Fails to maintain adequate financial resources to fund
operations.
6.2 In lieu of the suspension or revocation of the assignment of an
Ambulance Service Area, the Board of Commissioners may order that
the violation be corrected and make the suspension or revocation
contingent upon compliance with the order within a time stated
therein. Notice of the Board’s action shall be provided to the holder of
the assignment which shall specify the violation, the action necessary
to correct the violation, and the date by which the action must be
taken. The holder of the assignment shall notify the Wasco County
Ambulance Service Area Review Committee and the Board of
Commissioners of the actions taken. If the assigned Provider fails to
take corrective action within the time required, the Board of
Commissioners shall notify the holder and the Ambulance Service
Area Review Committee that the Provider's Ambulance Service Area

assignment is either suspended or revoked upon receipt of the notice.
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Section 7. APPEAL

An Ambulance Service Area Provider receiving a notice of
assighment, denial, suspensidn, revocation, or contingent suspension or
revocation of an Ambulance Service Area may request a hearing before the
Board of Commissioners. This shall be done by filing a written request for
hearing within 14 business days of the decision. The request shall set forth
the reasons for the hearing and the issues proposed to be reviewed. The
Board of Commissioners may make a written finding that prompt
implementation of their decision is required due to an immediate hazard to
public safety. The Commission shall set a time and place for a hearing which
will be de nova on the record or a full de novo hearing, as determined
necessary. Within 14 business days after the conclusion of the hearing, the
Board of Commissioners shall reaffirm, reverse, or modify the original
decision.

Section 8. PENALTIES

Any person who violates any provision of this Ordinance is guilty of a
viotation. Failure from day to day to comply with the terms of this Ordinance
shall be a separate offense for each such .day. Failure to comply with any
provision of this Ordinance shall be a separate offense for each such
provision.

Violations of the provision of this Ordinance are punishable, upon
conviction, by a fine of not more than Five Hundred Dollars ($500) per day

per violation.

GEOGRAPHIC DESCRIPTION OVERVIEW OF WASCO COUNTY (OAR 333-28-105)

Wasco County is located in the North Central part of Oregon. The

~ population as of July 1, 1982 census was 22,700 and the area is 2,396

' square miles. The Dalles is the Wasco County Seat and has a populatlon
of 11 050, with the remaining populatlon scattered throughout the
_county in rural areas or the remaining six small rural communities.
Wasco County is bounded by the Columbia River on the North, Hood River
and Clackamas Counties on the West, Jefferson County on the South,
Sherman County or the East and Wheeler County on the Southeast Corner.

Interstate I-84 and the Union Pacific Railroad parallel the Columbia
River along the North Boundary of Wasco County. Highway 197 and the

agriculture and industry. The agriculture is primarily cereal grains,
sweet cherries and livestock. The industries consist of lumbering,
transportation, electric power generation and manufacturing {including
aluminum smelters until January of 1985 when one was shutdown and
- mothballed]. Both plants have since opened under new management and are
