NOTICE ACCEPTING SEALED BIDS FOR SURPLUS 2005 DODGE DURANGO 
 
Wasco County has declared the wrecked 2005 Dodge Durango as surplus.  Sealed bids 
are being accepted until January 17th, 2012 at the County Clerk’s Office, County Court 
House, 511 Washington Street Suite 201, The Dalles, OR 97058.  The sealed bid must 
clearly be marked “Bid for 2005 Dodge Durango” and shall include the name of the 
individual, phone number and mailing address.  Pictures of this vehicle can be viewed at 
www.co.wasco.or.us .  The sealed bids will be opened by the Wasco County Board of 
Commissioners at 1:45 p.m. on January 18, 2012 in the County Court House Deschutes 
Basement Meeting Room, Suite B08.  The successful bidder must remove the vehicle 
from the premises within 5 working days from the date of notification.  Questions can be

4. The OWNER will review the “Tentative Certificate of Substantial Completion” and 
concur or offer written objections to the ENGINEER of any provision of the certificate. 

 
5. After the ENGINEER considers the Work substantially complete, the ENGINEER will 

issue a “Definitive Certificate of Substantial Completion” to the Contractor and OWNER.  
The Certificate of Substantial Completion shall then be signed by the Contractor and 
OWNER in acknowledgment of the terms and conditions of Substantial Completion. 

 
6. Upon receipt of the “Definitive Certificate of Substantial Completion”, the Contractor 

shall have 10 days to complete all items on the tentative list of items needing completed 
or corrected, submit all O&M Manuals, submit all Record Drawings, submit materials 
certifications, submit all special warranties or guaranties, complete all reports and 
certifications, fulfill all contract requirements, and submit the “Contractor’s Completion 
Certification” form and “Final Application for Payment.” 

 
7. Upon receipt of the “Contractor’s Completion Certification”, the OWNER and 

ENGINEER shall review all requirements of the Contract and the ENGINEER shall 
make a final inspection of the Work. 

 
a. If the Work is not completed as required, the Contract time shall continue to run, 

the ENGINEER shall submit to the Contractor a written list of Work yet to be 
completed, and the Contractor shall then complete the Work and resubmit a 
“Contractor’s Project Completion Certification” form. 

 
b. If all requirements are fulfilled, the ENGINEER will complete and submit to the 

Contractor, for Contractor’s signature, the “Final Acceptance Report”. 
 

8. Upon approval of the “Final Acceptance Report” by the OWNER, ENGINEER, and 
Contractor, the OWNER will make final payment. 
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
